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Apache Gump integration

Apache Gump builds Apache Forrest trunk each day. If dependencies (e.g. Cocoon and certain blocks)
fail, then of course the build of Forrest will fail.

Note:

The main build of Forrest by Gump is disabled. If Gump would build Cocoon-2.1 branch or use built artefacts,
then we could re-instate the build. Some other parts of Forrest are still built, see below.

The Gump metadata descriptor for Forrest defines a number of different projects. All ASF committers
have access. Do 'svn co https://svn.apache.org/repos/asf/gump/metadata
gump-metadata'
